Capital:

This is the “goodwill” part of the city budget. Most of the
appropriations are for specific requests for help or funding by
various entities and granted by the Board for their unique benefit to
the community and our quality of life. A large increase in this
budget has resulted from the appropriation to the Tryon Palace
improvements. Money is also in this budget to pay the remaining
$50,000 contribution to the recent library renovation. A new
request has been submitted by the Highway 70 committee for
$10,000 as our share of expected expenses of a coalition that
stretches from Goldsboro to the beach. Craven County and
Havelock have also'been approached for funding on this project.

My policy on issues like this is to budget the request, but to make no
recommendation for funding unless you decide it is something you
specifically want to fund.

Some other types of funding in this section is the Community
Development funds for ward projects, Christmas lighting, City
Picnic, Swiss Bear and a few other minor ones.

There are no personnel budgeted in this office.

Funds in this budget are paid based on the terms of the various
requests to the Board or as otherwise directed. The larger
community development appropriation is generally used for
purchase of materials that promote goodwill about the city such
as pens, caps, pins, etc. It has also been used to fund parties or
celebrations for official visits from Swiss delegations or
dignitaries. The library renovation appropriation is included in
this section as well.
