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POLICE INVESTIGATE STABBING OF FEMALE 
 

The New Bern Police Department is investigating a stabbing that took place at 101 Wind Hill Court 
around 10:30 this morning. 
 
When officers arrived they found Kimberly A. Meade, 10/20/1981, suffering from stab wounds.  She 
was taken to CarolinaEast Medical Center and later flown to Pitt Memorial Hospital, where she 
remains for treatment. 
 
Early stages of the investigation indicate the incident possibly began as a breaking and entering, and 
the victim was attacked after she woke up. 
 
She described the suspect as a muscular black male around 6’, wearing a yellow shirt and jean shorts.
