MAN ARRESTED FOR WEAPONS VIOLATIONS 

 
New Bern police arrested a man after responding to a domestic situation where a wife reported her husband had 
a gun Monday afternoon around 3:30 p.m. 
 
When officers arrived at 611 Julia Clay St., a male suspect came outside the residence with a gun and fired 
shots.  The man, Notrae Jevar ANDREWS, 12/26/1983, of the same location, was taken into custody.  No one 
was injured during the incident. 
 
ANDREWS was originally charged with Discharging a Firearm within in City Limits.  After further 
examination of the weapon, police determined it was a sawed-off shotgun.  ANDREWS was then given an 
additional charge of Possession of a Weapon of Mass Destruction. 
 
ANDREWS was placed in the Craven County jail under a $500 bond for the first charge.  He received an 
additional $2,000 bond for the second charge.
