“Suspect Arrested for Breaking, Entering and Larceny”  

 

At approximately 2:20 a.m. on February 14, 2011, officers patrolling the 2500 block of Neuse 

Boulevard observed a suspect running from the area of Neuse Village Plaza.  Officers detained the 

suspect near Liberty Carpets, located at 2523 Neuse Boulevard while additional officers conducted a 

security check of the area businesses.   

 

Officers discovered the heavy plate glass of the door and window of Family Dollar Store located at 

2511 Neuse Boulevard had been broken out.    Entry was made into the store and several items had 

been removed.  Officers also discovered someone unsuccessfully attempted to make entry in the 

Neuse Cinema located Neuse Village Plaza through a duct vent located on the side of the building.   

 

The suspect was later identified as Montez DOSS, D.O.B 3/24/1993 of 813 N Craven.  DOSS was 

taken into custody without further incident and transported to the New Bern Police Department for 

processing. Officers received an additional call about an attempted breaking and entering into a 

business by attempting to pry open a rear door located at Town Plaza, 2503 Neuse Boulevard.  

 

DOSS was charged with 2 counts of Felony Breaking and Entering, 1 count of Felony Larceny, 2 

counts of Injury to Real Property and Resisting, Obstructing and Delaying an Officer.  DOSS was 

released to the custody of a responsible person with a first appearance of February 16, 2011.
