MAN ARRESTED FOR STOLEN FIREARMS CHARGES 

 

On October 3, 2010 at approximately 10:47 a.m., Officers of the New Bern Police

Road, New Bern.   On January 27, 2011 detective obtained warrants for the arrest of 

LOONEY’s on charges of Larceny of a Firearm and Possession of Firearm by a Felon.   

 

On October 15, 2011 at approximately 12:30 p.m. Officers conducted a traffic stop for 

several traffic violations near the 400 block of East Front Street on a white 1997 Ford 

Explorer operated by LOONEY.  During the investigation, Officers discovered marijuana.    

LOONEY fled from the scene on foot.  Officers obtained warrants for Possession of 

Marijuana, Driving While License Revoked, Suspended Registration Plate and Resist, 

Obstruct and Delay as a result of that incident.   

 

On February 8, at approximately 11:11 a.m. Deputies of the Craven County Sheriff 

Department located LOONEY at 460 Old Vanceboro Road, Vanceboro, NC and transferred 

custody to the New Bern Police Department where LOONEY was processed for charges 

Larceny of a Firearm and Possession of Firearm by a Felon, Possession of Marijuana, 

Driving While License Revoked, Suspended Registration Plate and Resist, Obstruct and 

Delay.  LOONEY was booked into the Craven County Jail under a $6800.00 secured bond 

and a first appearance for February 9, 2011.
