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MAN ARRESTED FOR FIRST DEGREE BURGLARY 
 

A New Bern man has been arrested after breaking into an occupied apartment early this morning.

WILSON was later located at 917-A Bloomfield St.  He was taken in custody and charged with First 
Degree Burglary, Felony Larceny after Breaking and Entering, Felony Possession of Stolen Property, 
Assault on a Female and Injury to Real Property.  WILSON was placed in the Craven County jail, and 
due to the domestic nature of the incident was held without bond.  He is scheduled to make a first 
appearance in court today.
