A New Bern man was arrested Tuesday afternoon after police stopped the car he was driving and 
found drugs inside. 
 
Around 4 p.m., officers spotted a beige Jeep Cherokee speeding on K Street.  Police stopped the car at 
1116 Main St., and identified the driver as Jamille Tierre WINDLEY, 01/21/1976, of 1406 Simmons 
St.   
 
Officers smelled the odor of marijuana while talking to WINDLEY, who was not cooperative when 
they asked him to exit the car.  He complied after a few minutes and officers were able to search the 
vehicle.  Police found a bag of marijuana in the Jeep. 
 
WINDLEY was arrested and charged with Possession with Intent to Sell and Deliver Marijuana and 
Resist/Obstruct and Delay.  He was placed in the Craven County jail under a $25,000 bond and 
scheduled for a first appearance in court this morning.
