ARMED ROBBERY 

 

On December 24, 2011 at approximately 10:28 a.m., officers responded to J & W 

Pawn Shop located at 2406 Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd for a reported armed 

robbery. Upon arrival, officers learned two unknown black males robbed the 

business.  One male was wearing blue jeans, a black hooded sweatshirt, dark colored 

gloves and a black T-shirt used to mask his face.  He was brandishing a shotgun.  

The other male was wearing blue jeans, a mechanics glove on his right hand and a 

black T-shirt used to mask his face.  He was carrying a black backpack used to carry 

an undisclosed amount of money taken from the business. The suspects ran towards 

an adjacent parking lot and then drove away in a blue Sport Utility Vehicle (SUV). 

No one was harmed.
