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SHOTS FIRED AT VEHICLE AFTER FIGHT 

 

On July 20, 2011 at approximately 11:20 pm, New Bern Police responded to the area of Walt Bellamy 

Dr. and Liberty St. in reference to shots being fired.  Gregory FRANKS, D.O.B. 12/06/1986 of 885 

Hwy 55 West, New Bern, NC had been assaulted by four black males.  As FRANKS attempted to leave 

the area of the incident shots were fired into a vehicle he was attempting to leave in.  Other occupants of 

the vehicle included Ebony MALLARD, D.O.B. 9/25/1988 of 510 C Street, Bridgeton, NC and a 

juvenile.   

 

MALLARD went to Carolina East Medical Center where she was treated and released for a minor 

injury to her right arm.  There was no injury to FRANKS or the juvenile.   

 

This case is being investigated further. Further details will be released as they become available.
